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THE COINS FROM THE EXCAVATIONS AT KETEF HINNOM, JERUSALEM

(Pp. 59*-65%)

In the excavations at Ketef Hinnom (see Avner
and Zelinger, this volume), 51 coins were found
and 26 were identified. These coins, together
with those previously retrieved from Barkay’s
excavations in 1975-1980 or registered in the
IAA, relate to three of the five classical periods
represented at the site: (1) Reuse of Iron Age
tombs (coins from the Barkay excavations)
until the fourth century CE; (2) Second Temple-
period and third-century CE tombs (coins
from both excavations); and (3) a Byzantine-
period monastery and church (coins from both
excavations).

The Byzantine-period coins are all of small
denominations, and do not postdate the mid-
sixth century CE. This finding further supports
Avner and Zelinger’s doubts regarding Barkay’s
identification of the Byzantine-period church
as that known from historical sources as St.
George’s church.

The rare phenomenon of a cast Byzantine-
period coin depicting a standing figure (No. 16)
is also discussed.
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
