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found in the
excavations (see Ajami and ‘Ad, this volume),
all in Areas A and B. Seven folles, found on a
living surface in L245, and possibly two others,
from L239, may derive from a hoard that was
subsequently scattered. If so, their date of
deposition was 317 CE or soon thereafter.

The profile of the coins ranged from the first
through the fourth centuries CE. One exception
is an autonomous Philistine coin (c. 420-390
BCE), which may be associated with other
finds from the Persian period in this part of the
site.
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
